4™ Battalion Honor Guard from Fort Lewis will present the colors. The Vietham Veterans Memorial stands as a
symbol of America's honor and recognition of the men and women who served and sacrificed their lives in the
Vietnam War. Inscribed on the black granite walls are the names of more than 58,000 people who gave their lives
or remain missing. Yet the Memorial itself is dedicated to honor the "courage, sacrifice and devotion to duty and
country" of all who answered the call to serve during this very long war. In order to cut costs, the group will be
transported to/from the hotel in two trips; thus pricing is based on a minimum of 60 people. You will choose your
departure time at registration, based on space availability.
